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A WORD FROM THE PASTOR

Dear Parishioners,

“Just as the scriptures assures us of God’s presence within each one
of us, we are invited by the Gospel to help others become aware on
the indwelling of the Holy Spirit”

When Jesus announces the text from Isaiah being fulfilled in their
hearing, the crowds responded positively. But when Jesus challenges
their faith and their narrowness with the examples of Elijah’s and El-
isha’s outreach to the Gentiles (Sidon and Syrian), they were infuri-
ated. While the Word of God is always good news, it is not always
comfortable because it also challenges us.

In the first reading, the writer compares God with a potter. He says,
just as potter knows the figure he wants to form before he begins
working on the clay, so God, the divine potter, had a plan for the king-
dom. But the kingdom refused to cooperate and kept resisting God’s
formative word proclaimed by Jeremiah. Jeremiah encountered a lot
of opposition in his ministry, but God promised to protect him.

In the Gospel we see a similar trend. Jesus indeed has good news for
his people, but they are questioning him in doubt. His ministry is hard
but he stood on the truth. The example of Syrian and Sidon, who
were non believers, demonstrated God’s prophets bypassing Israel-
ites and helping the gentiles. The kingdom of God that Jesus brought
was not only limited to the people of Israel, but to all human beings.
Gentiles here represent those willing to accept God’s message willing
to receive salvation. His own people rejected him and they even
wanted to kill him because he challenged them. The kingdom of God
is not an automatic thing for the people of Israel. They must realize
that this is God’s gift to them and they must be willing to accept it.

This story tells us that the people to whom Jesus was sent to save
are the very same people who rejected him. Jesus is in our midst.
But we must open our hearts to him in faith for him to work on us.
Let us accept the message of Jesus as the gentiles did. Just as his
people rejected him, let us know that the messianic age is here and
Jesus is the one to bring it to fulfilment. Let us be open to hear his
message and act on it in our lives as we extend our selfless care for
one another. Love never fails. Let us love one another with sincerity.
Amen.

Cuando JesuUs anuncia el texto de Isaias se cumplen en su audiencia, la
multitud respondi6 positivamente. Pero cuando JesUs desafia su fe y su
estrechez con los ejemplos de Elias y Eliseo extension a los gentiles
(Sidén vy Siria), se enfurecié. Si bien la Palabra de Dios es siempre una
buena noticia, no siempre es comodo, ya que también nos desafia.

En la primera lectura, el escritor compara a Dios con un alfarero. El dice
que, al igual que Potter conoce la figura que quiere formar antes de que
comienza a trabajar en el barro, asi que Dios, el alfarero divino, tenia un
plan para el reino. Pero el reino se negd a cooperar y mantener resistir
palabra de Dios proclamada formativa por Jeremias.

El ejemplo de Siria y
de Sidon, que eran los no creyentes, demostré los profetas de Dios sin
pasar por los israelitas y ayudar a los gentiles. El reino de Dios que Jesls
trajo no sélo se limita a la gente de Israel, sino a todos los seres hu-
manos. Gentiles aqui representan quienes estan dispuestos a aceptar el
mensaje dispuestos a recibir la salvacion de Dios. Su propio pueblo lo
rechazaron y hasta querian matarlo, porque él los desafié. El reino de
Dios no es algo automatico para el pueblo de Israel. Deben darse cuenta
que este es un regalo de Dios para ellos y ellos deben estar dispuestos a
aceptarlo.

Esta historia nos dice que la gente a la que JesUs fue enviado para salvar
son las mismas personas que lo rechaz6. Jesus esta en medio de
nosotros. Pero tenemos que abrir nuestros corazones en la fe, para que
pueda trabajar con nosotros. Vamos a aceptar el mensaje de Jesus,
como hicieron los paganos. Al igual que su pueblo lo rechazd, nos hizo
saber que la era mesianica esta aqui y JesUs es el que le de cum-
plimiento. Seamos abiertos a escuchar su mensaje y actuar en con-
secuencia en nuestras vidas como ampliamos nuestro cuidado desintere-
sado por el otro. El amor nunca falla. Vamos a amarnos unos a otros con
sinceridad.
